Its membership consists of
professionally trained technical
rope rescue and swiftwater rescue
technicians, emergency medical
technicians and first responders, as
well as technical search and rescue
management personnel.

FSAR members give freely of
their own time and money in order
to acquire the life-saving skills and
knowledge required to provide safe
and successful search and rescue
operations.

FSAR has searched for and/or
rescued climbers, hikers, hunters,
bicyclists, ATV-ers, motorcyclists,
horseback riders and people in
downed aircraft. They have rescued
or recovered motorists, boaters and
swimmers from the Arkansas River
and flood-prone areas.

FSAR is also called out on missions
involving the elderly and young
children that walk away from their
homes or campsites.

The Arkansas
River connects Fremont County to
Chaffee and Pueblo Counties. The Shelf
Road, Phantom Canyon and Beaver
Creek connects us to Teller County, all
popular destinations and the locations
of frequent missions.

FSAR's all-volunteer team needs
continual and specialized training in
order to be ready to serve. New and
innovative equipment and supplies
greatly assist the team members in
saving lives. The latest rescue
technology is essential for a
successful mission.
